There is also the physiological stress
of having to produce unnaturally large amounts of
milk.

@ Since the 1970s, thousands of badgers have been
killed in a failed attempt to eliminate bTB.

e Licensing farmers and landowners to kill more
badgers is a vicious scapegoating exercise and will fail
to halt the spread of the disease.

e Those badgers killed will not even be tested to see if
they had TB. The government says testing would be
too expensive and would not provide enough useful
information.
